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WHAT IS JJ56? 
A ministry designed for 5th and 6th graders. Kids 10 – 12 are too old for children’s Sunday School 
and activities, but too young for youth.  This pre-youth ministry is designed just for 5th and 6th 
graders.  The focus of this ministry is to help answer real-life preteen questions and tackle the 
issues preteens care about most using God’s Word as their guide! 
 
WHAT IS TREK? 
Trek is targeted to our middle schoolers. The Bible study time, workbook time and memory verse 
all build on each other to reinforce a particular biblical truth each night. 
 There are opportunities to memorize more verses if students would like to. If Trekers 
want to memorize the longer verse for the week, he/she must come prepared to say the verse. If 
the Treker can say the verse WORD PERFECT (no helps) during the first 15 minutes of the night, 
he/she will receive a $5.00 Wal Mart gift card. 
 
SCHEDULE: 
Wednesday evenings from 6:15 pm – 8:00 pm.   
 
Check in is from 6:00 pm – 6:15 pm, please do not bring your children any earlier.  No one will be 
at the house to supervise them until 6:00 pm.    
 
Throughout the night kids will have an opportunity to hang out and visit with friends (a must for 
preteeners), experience large group worship times, share testimonies of what God is doing in 
their lives, hear a sermon on their level that corresponds with the Bible verse they are 
memorizing, have the chance to be in a small group, and say their weekly verse. 
 
SECURITY: 
DROP OFF:  Kids need to be dropped off at the house next door. 
 
PICK UP:  WE WILL NOT ALLOW YOUR CHILD TO LEAVE AND MEET PARENTS.  PARENTS 
MUST COME IN TO THE HOUSE TO PICK UP YOUR CHILDREN.  KIDS WILL ONLY BE 
RELEASED TO PARENTS NOT SIBLINGS. Please be prompt in picking up your 
children.  The leaders also have children and need to get their own children 
home and in bed on a school night. 
 
The youth, prayer meeting, AWANA and ladies Bible study all meet at the church and the building 
can become very congested inside.  For the safety of all concerned, we have our Trekers 
remain at the house until picked up. 
 
COSTS  (SCHOLARSHIPS ARE AVAILABLE…PLEASE ASK IF NEEDED!!!)

$.50 to $1.00 or a one time fee of $15 for the year 
The weekly offering is not required but is requested and strongly recommended for the following 
reasons: 
Helps teach your child about giving an offering back to the Lord.

WHAT TO BRING TO TREK 
 

• Bible,  
• Compass Point Pamphlet or Trek workbook (once the workbook is earned) 
• Wear JJ56 T-shirt (once it is earned)  
• and their offering or dues. 
 

There will be some nights where there is a special theme and your child will be asked to bring a 
certain item(s). When this is the case, your child will bring an informational sheet home with them 
about what items they should bring. 
 
 
HOW DO YOU EARN THE T-SHIRT,  WORKBOOK AND FIELD TRIPS 
At the beginning of the year, the group goes through a 6 week lesson series and in order to get 
their workbook, t-shirt, and go on the field trip, kids must: 
 

1. attend four out of the six weeks  
2. say all six verses,  
3. pay club tuition,  
4. and have a medical release on file  
 

If you did not attend the first six weeks series, students can still earn their t-shirt, workbook and 
field trips by attending four weeks out of a set six week period and say the verses out of those six 
weeks as well as and have paid club tuition, and have a medical release on file.  At that time, 
students will get their official Trek workbook, t-shirt and go on that field trip.  
. 
Students will earn field trips every six weeks if students have attended four out of the last six 
weeks and said all six short verses in their workbooks.   
Only students who completed the requirements will be allowed to go on the field trips.  Alternative 
activities will be provided at the house for those who do not go on the trip. JJ56 t-shirts must be 
worn on all field trips.

WELLNESS POLICY 
 
As we all know, sickness can keep going around with children, affecting not only the other 
children in your child’s TREK group, but your family and other families as the illness goes “back 
and forth” between the children. Here is our established health policy for the TREK ministry. 
 
Children SHOULD NOT attend TREK if they have any of the following symptoms: 
 

 Fever – 100 degrees or higher within the last 24-hours 
 Vomiting within the last 24 hours 
 Diarrhea within the last 24 hours 
 Runny nose if accompanied by other symptoms and/or colored discharge 
 Bad Cough – coughing increases the chance of infection being spread to others 
 Any rash that is suspected to be contagious 
 If your child is prescribed an anti-biotic, they must have been on the anti-biotic for a 

minimum of 48 hours prior to attending Awana
